AEIOU offers an evidence-based program for children aged  
2-6 years, with nine centres conveniently based across Queensland 
and one in Adelaide. With full-time therapists who specialise in 
autism across a range of disciplines, AEIOU provides:

AEIOU is an NDIS-approved service provider for autism-specific 
early intervention. We provide regular information sessions and 
you can access support and advice from our NDIS Support 
Coordinator at any time.

The benefits of the AEIOU program 
Early intervention for children with autism leads to improved 
outcomes, including:

At AEIOU, you become part of the family and can access:

Your focus is our focus. We specialise in functional 
communication, behaviour support, social skills and 
independent living skills, including toilet training and 
mealtime support. 

At AEIOU every child with autism is different and every 
child is recognised as an individual, supported in a warm, 
caring and naturalistic environment. Based on a long 
day care model, children are supported to develop social 
and play skills, along with the core developmental goals 
identified by parents and carers.

Your child will have access to: 

•	� A minimum of 20 hours of 
intensive autism-specific 
therapy each week 

•	� A high staff-to-child ratio
•	� Individualised plan 
•	� Individual and group therapy
